How to use:


XWA Pilot Viewer 3000


Installation:


Just unzip and run! It should even work under Windows 3.x...


Files needed: XWAPILOT.EXE


At startup XWA Pilot Viewer creates xwapilot.cfg in witch the last used path is recorded.





How to use:


At startup you is asked to open a file. Do so!





The menu:





File - Load	- Open a new .plt file.


File - Save	- Save the changes done on the Name / Rank page to the .plt file.


File - Exit	- Exit the program.


Info - About	- Shows some information about this program.








The different pages:





Name / Rank:


Here you can change the pilot name, rank and some other things. All changes done on the name / rank page can be saved to the pilot file.





Mission Record:


Here you can get info about the best score and time from each mission the player has completed. You can get the score and time from all missions or select a range of missions to view. You also get info about Total score and total number of kills. The result can be edited and saved as a text file.


The NEW button clears the visible record display.


The SAVE button let you save the record as a text (.txt) file.


Step by step use:


1.  Select a range of missions to get the scores from by using the two input fields on the top row. You can use each up/down button to change the values up/down or simply type in a value with you keyboard. The left input is the FROM value and the right is the TO value. Pushing the FIRST button will set the FROM value to Zero and hitting the LAST button will set the TO value to the latest mission the player has completed. If the player is on mission 23 you will get the value 22 because no score is recorded for an incomplete mission...


	2. Hit the Get Mission Records button.


	3. You now get a list of the mission you selected and their best score and best time.


	4. If you wish you can make you own changes or notes to the list.


	5. To SAVE the record as a text file simply hit the SAVE button.





Tour Of Duty�Here you can view the total score/bonus/kills for the Tour of Duty missions in XWA. (Flying for the Rebels.) You can also see the total kills on each ship type.





Azzameen�Same as Tour Of Duty but shows the record for the Azzameen family missions.





File Check


I just put this one in because the score is recorded on several places in the .plt file and then you can check and see if they all match. They should all match. If one of them doesn't math with the others the file is damaged or changed by some evil cheater.


The kills check work a little bit different: The total number of kills is recorded in the file as well as the number of kill on each ship type. So then the total value should be equal to the sum of all single ship types. This method works for Tour Of Duty but NOT for the Azzameen mission. Something is weird with the Azzameen record but I’m working on solving this problem… maybe… sometime in the future.


If something turns up to be wrong with the file the data shown on the other pages may be wrong!
